The Kingsbury 
Creek segment will be closed to public during tree removal. Construction for the Cross 
City Trail in these areas is expected to be completed in 2024. The project is supported by 
grant funding from the Minnesota Department of Transportation through the 
Transportation Alternatives Program.
